ORGANISATION:

General: Each party keeps its own responsibility, people and money.

e Horizontal Coordination: Minister of Foreign Affairs (MFA), High Level
Officer (HLO), Focal Points at Ministries and Stakeholders

e Vertical Coordination: HLO with coordinators of 17 SDG Alliances of
existing platforms, coalitions, movements, etc. etc. etc.

* Networking: SDG Charter (financed by MFA) with 500 members and
stakeholder representatives for the bottom-up process.
